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Stable fly
measures

BULLSBROOK residents were urged to report any in-
festation of stable flv or anyone transporting raw ma-
nure out of season to the City of Swan at a public meet-
ing organised by the Stable Fly Action Group.

Last Tuesday the group hosted a public informa-
tion session attended by about 50 people in response to
recent infestations of stable flies affecting livestoclk
and residents in the area.

The flies pester stock, pets and there have besn re-
ports of people being bitten in Bullsbrook townsite.

Eepresentatives from the departments of Health
and Agriculture and the WA Vegetable Growers Asso-
clation, the City of Swan and the Shire of Gingin
spoke about managing stable flv.

Action group chairman Bob Wilson said a great
deal had been achieved in fighting stable fly. but there
was still much to be done ap to, and beyond, 2011,
when the use of raw poultry manure in horticulture
wonld be banned.

He said the group would be to lobby for strength-
ened f1v breeding repulations under the new Biosecn-
rity and Agriculture Management Act.

At the conclusion of the evening residents were
urged by both the SFAG and Mr Rosling from the City
of Swan to contact the shire health officer with anv re-
ports of stable fly infestation, or suspicious mowve-
ments of trucks that conld be transporting raw poul-
tryv manure illegally out of season.
